
• Stay in the kitchen when cooking.  
  

• If you leave the room, turn off the stove and move 
the pan from the burner.  

 
• Keep things that can burn — oven mitts, towels, 

and wooden spoons — three feet from the stove. 
 

• If a fire starts, slide a tight-fitting lid on the pan 
and turn off the heat.  

 
• Avoid loose-fitting clothing that can easily catch 

fire.
